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Follow the Oxygen Path

As you watch this segment of the video, you are responsible for identifying how oxygen gets into your body and what happens to the body during an asthma attack.
Each arrow points to a body part that functions to get oxygen into the body. 
· Write the name of the body part inside the arrow. 

· In the box, describe the process of how oxygen travels through the part of the body named in the arrow, and explain what happens when a person has an asthma attack.

A. Mouth:  
Oxygen enters here; entry point for allergens, exhaust, mold, chemicals, viruses, food, etc., all of which may trigger an asthma attack.

B. Air Passages:
Oxygen travels through these to lungs. They can swell and tighten during an asthma attack, which allows less air to travel to lungs. 
If desired, you can have students review specific parts of the air passages and lungs (bronchi, bronchioles, alveoli, etc.)
C. Lungs:
Where oxygen enters the blood stream to be distributed to the rest of the body.

During an asthma attack, not enough oxygen is entering the body.
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
