After watching the next section of the video (in Maya’s kitchen), answer these questions.
1. What is the problem at the health department?

	There is a cholera outbreak.



2. What do all the victims have in common?

	They all ate at the oyster roast.



3. Give a reasonable hypothesis about the reason for the cholera outbreak.

	Have students be specific about what they think caused the cholera outbreak at the oyster roast.  Remind them that a hypothesis is an “educated guess” and that all reasonable hypotheses should be tested.
